Then 
drawing on his experience with local Christian 
Related Organisations (CROs) such as the Latin 
Patriarchate and Friends of the Holy Land, as well 
as his Palestinian heritage, will outline where there 
is hope for peace and economic recovery through 
the actions of this Christian community and 
these CROs which among other projects operate 
93 schools, universities, and vocational centres, 
19 healthcare facilities, 47 social protection 
institutions, 77 cultural and tourism centres, 38 
youth and 21 local and international development 
agencies delivering a variety of services to 
hundreds of thousands of Palestinians as part of 
their Christian identity, witness and culture.
